You will experience a dog carting excursion

with a professional musher on a mile-long trek through the boreal forest and explore the Churchill Wildlife Management Area by Tundra Buggy for

your chance to see a multitude of northern wildlife. You might even have the opportunity to see the first of the summer polar bears as they begin

their migration into the area.

You will search for beluga whales in the

Churchill River by boat and then stop for a walking tour at the historical Prince of Wales Fort where you will learn about the

famous explorers who lived at the fort in the 18th century.
