Learn about the history and significance of

Sagrada Familia from the inside and discover how nature influenced and inspired Gaudí in his planning.

the Gallo-Roman period and restored in 1853. It was added to the UNESCO list of World Heritage Sites in 1997 because of

the exceptional preservation and restoration of the medieval citadel.

The rest of the afternoon is at leisure for you enjoy this stunning medieval Southern France town.
