a local guide as you explore the renowned archaeological site  of Pompeii (entrance fees included). Pompeii, an ancient

Roman city, was devastated by the eruption of Vesuvius in 79 AD. Afterwards, you will have the opportunity to experience

the undeniable allure of the city of Naples.

In the evening, return to Rome by train.

After breakfast at the hotel, you will reach Rome Termini station to board the high-speed train to Florence; the journey takes

about 1 hour and 30 minutes.

Alternatively, you can choose to join a guided walking tour (extra cost) that covers iconic landmarks in the city, such as

Piazza de lla Repubblica, Piazza de lla Signoria, and the Ponte  Vecchio, known for its charming goldsmith shops.

Another option is to visit the Accademia Galle ry, home to Michelangelo's original and famous statue of David.

The tour

proceeds to Siena, where you'll explore the enchanting Piazza del Campo, Piazza Duomo, the Cathedral, Palazzo Pubblico,

and the iconic Torre del Mangia.

Following Siena, the tour takes you to the fortified town of San Gimignano, renowned for its world-famous Vernaccia white

wine and its medieval skyscrapers, a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Your adventure continues with a visit to the Chianti

area, culminating in a de lightful Chianti red wine  tasting.

Return to Florence in the evening.

sea: Monterosso al Mare, Vernazza, Corniglia, Manarola and Riomaggiore. The two-day Cinque Terre Train Card is included,

which allows access to the National Park area and the use of regional trains that connect the villages and of local buses.
