of the Rocky Mountains. The majestic peaks of the Canadian Rockies soon fill the horizon as you approach Banff National

Park, the first of several parks in the Canadian national park system. You will soon arrive in the charming resort town of

Banff.

Today’s journey through Banff and Jasper national parks promises to be a highlight of our Rockies Trail programme. Shortly

after leaving Banff, visit the famous scenery of Lake Louise, one of the most photographed lakes in Canada. Afterwards,

travel north on the famed Icefields Parkway through a rugged wilderness flanked by dramatic mountain ranges. At the

Columbia Icefield, board a specially constructed Ice Explorer to ride on the surface of the ancient Athabasca Glacier. Close

to Jasper, you have the chance to go on an optional raft trip on the Athabasca River. Your experienced guide will point out

the natural and human history as you raft through short rapids and stretches of calm waters.

Before leaving Jasper National Park this morning, you can take part in an optional Spirit Island Cruise on Maligne Lake, the

most picturesque and largest glacier-fed lake in the park. You may alternately take an optional motorcycle tour of Jasper,

riding in the comfortable sidecar with an unmatched view of the forests and mountains. Then, travel west along the

Yellowhead Highway and into the heartland of British Columbia. Breathtaking, unspoiled vistas await visitors in every season

of the year. The route takes us along the Thompson River through the picturesque Shuswap Highlands.
