Here visit the Maison Alexandre Bonnet for a private
champagne tasting, a family owned Champagne house renowned for a stunning yearly harvest of Pinot Noir that leads to
some utterly exquisite vintages. After you've tasted an array of champagnes we take a short drive to Chateau de Ricey-
Bas; with its 12" century vaulted cellars and thousand year history it’s the ideal location to appreciate the rolling vineyards
and enjoy a glimpse of family life in a rural chateau. Here you will be greeted for a Champagne aperitif and a gourmet lunch
with the Baroness herself, which you take in either the private salon or the atmospheric vaulted 13! century kitchen. You will
spend the remainder of the afternoon strolling the beautiful gardens or exploring the regal chateau interiors. Upon your
return to the barge you’ll begin your cruise to Ancy-le-Franc, with plenty of opportunity to walk or cycle along the

towpath... or sit on deck with another glass of bubbly! Dinner on board.
